Vitro and Allen Farnham, longtime  

collaborator and renowned New York pianist and arranger, 

worked for two months, creating a travelogue interpreting  

music of America and back to Japan in this inspiring new recording.  

Backed by a stellar band of some of New York’s finest musicians,  

BEYOND THE SEA is a collection of songs that frame Ormandy’s  

uplifting view of life.  Ormandy may have found her voice late in life, 

but her conviction and maturity make her music authentically  

compelling.
